· Pay reasonable attention to the image of your designs. 

· Arrange your work place so that it is safe for you as well as for your visitors. 

· Order is not made, it is kept. It is easy: things are placed where they belong. 
· Keep notes of your progress and results as well as your cogitation, ideas and your notions. You will be surprised how useful you will find them in the future. 

· Are you at a deadlock? 
- make a list of your problems,
- sort them according their importance,
- look for a solution in the same order,
- clear them in this order as well.
If you start with insignificant problems, you will have no time for the important ones. 
· You will get through your problem more quickly if you divide it into a few particular ones. 

· Don't you know how to get ahead? Look for more information! 

· Looking for a solution? 
- combine all possibilities,
- from those found use the simplest and viable. 
· Looking for faults? Start with yourself! 

· Have a new idea? You should be its strongest opponent. 

· Never change more than one parameter at a time during your experiments. 

· Even if the experiment fails, it has its importance. It shows you which way not to go to reach your goal. 

· The bigger the mystery, the simpler the explanation. 

· Whatever you do, do it in a way in which you do not harm yourself, others or nature. 
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
